Competitors
failing to meet this requirement will not be permitted
entry.

Coggins: Proof of current negative Coggins test must be
available upon request.

Equine Health Attestation: In making an entry at this
show, each owner/trainer attests that, to their best of
their knowledge, competing horse(s) under their care
have not been in contact with any other horses (away
or at their home facility) exhibiting symptoms or signs
of illness within the last 14 days. They also agree to
share knowledge of any sick or horse displaying
